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Twenty Cabbage samples were collected randomly in the month of October, 2018 from the 

markets in the areas of Shamshabad and Budvel. 

The samples were analyzed for pesticide residues using validated method with confirmatory 

analysis on GC-MS/MS and LC-MS/MS at 10 PPB (Parts per Billion) level. 

Total Twenty (20) samples analysed and five samples found contaminated with two pesticide 

residues (Alachlor and Malathion) (Table-1). No sample found to have above FSSAI MRLs.
